Voting opens at 12.01am on Tuesday 9th March and will close at 4pm on Thursday 11th March.

Results of the elections will be announced in the Cyber Café of SU Priory Street at 5pm on Thursday 11th March. Your role formally begins at the start of July.

Elections Guidelines
Nominations
You must have your nomination form signed by by TEN students; a proposer, a seconder and eight ordinary CUSU members. 
For Faculty/School Chair your nomination form can only be signed by student from within the respective Faculty/School. If a signature is found to be from outside your Faculty/School, their nomination will be classed as void.
If you aren’t nominated by the correct number of students on your form, your nomination will be declared void and you will not be eligible for the position. 
Nominations WILL NOT be accepted after 4pm on Wednesday 24th February. 
Manifesto

As a candidate you must produce a manifesto, which is a list of the aims and objectives you wish to achieve and why people should vote for you. This should be submitted by 9am Monday 1st March to the Vice President Academic Affairs, Becky Hill, who will then put it on the CUSU website and into the Source newspaper. Any manifestos received after this time will not be included and students will not be able to view it. 

You must also provide a digital photograph of yourself if you wish this to be included with your manifesto on the website. 

Publicity Material

You have an allowance for your publicity materials which depends on whether you are opposed or not. You must NOT go over the budget. The budgets will be confirmed at the candidates meeting. 
Your publicity MUST be signed off by a the Vice President Academic Affairs, Becky Hill, before being purchased from Reception at Priory SU. The publicity order form and price list will be distributed at the candidates meeting. 

You must NOT use your own private funds to purchase publicity materials. If you do, you will be DISQUALIFIED. 
Voting Process 

Voting in the Union Council Elections takes place online. This is accessible via the CUSU website at www.cusu.org/vote; voters will have to log in with their University username and password. 

Voting will open at 12.01am Tuesday 9th March until 4pm on 11th March. Votes will not be able to be cast after this time. 

Question Time

You MUST attend Question Time at 1pm on Monday 8th March; the venue will be confirmed at the Candidate’s Meeting. Failure to do so is likely to lead to DISQUALIFICATION. You will be expected to give a short speech and then answer questions from the floor of the meeting.
Returning Officer

Any queries and/or complaints must be made in writing to the Returning Officer, Faye Grundy. She is the person who oversees the elections to make sure everyone follows the rules and deals with any complaints.
During the last election period Faye issues the following statement to all candidates;

“The CUSU electronic voting system means that every PC, on campus or elsewhere, is a potential ballot box or polling station.

Strict guidelines on proximity of a candidate, or his/her active supporters, to a PC is difficult. However, candidates and their supporters shall not attempt to bribe, intimidate, coerce, deceive or put undue pressure on members at a PC in the process of casting their votes. This shall apply on campus and elsewhere where a member is voting.

A complaint by a member about a candidate and his/her supporter can be made to the Returning Officer about such undue pressure and after investigation if found blameworthy may be disqualified from CUSU elections.

The onus is upon the candidate there to ensure that the integrity of the elections and themselves and that members are not unduly pressurised or coerced in casting their votes.”

Role Descriptions
President: is responsible for the day to day running of the Students’ Union and making sure the budget is spent in accordance with CUSU’s policies. They hold a position of the University’s Board of Governors and makes sure that all CUSU staff and elected officers are adhering to the SU constitution when it comes down to SU matters.

Vice President Academic Affairs: represents students on any educational issues in the Uni, from Library Opening hours to leading the Course Rep system. They hold a position along with the President on the University Board of Governors, run any educational campaigns and are there to provide support to the Faculty/School Chairs.

Vice President Communications: is in charge of communicating with the 17,000 students in various forms. The Vice President Communications is also in charge of running the elections within the Union and organising and promoting the All Student Meeting – the most important student meeting on the calendar.

Vice President Student Activities: is in charge of the 70+ sports and societies here at CUSU, along with Horizon Volunteering and running annual activities and campaigns in the Union such as RAG (Raising and giving) week and One World Week.

Vice President Welfare:  is in charge of leading on campaigns such as; Black History Month, Sexual Health, Housing amongst others whilst running the Halls rep system and directing students with any problems to our Students’ Union Advice Centre (SUAC). 
Faculty/School Chairs:
Faculty/School Chairs provide the link between their faculty/school and CUSU. They represent their faculty/school on Exec committee and at Union Council. They are the figurehead for the faculty/school and work closely with the Vice President Academic Affairs and the Deans of their faculty/school.
