
Volunteers make a difference at camp  
 
Make a Difference Day occurs once a year, a day of volunteering, to encourage local 
people to give a little time and effort to improve their local communities up and down 
the country. For 2009 it was expected that 500,000 people in the UK would ‘make a 
difference’ supporting the campaign set up by Community Service Volunteers. 
Coventry was no different with Horizon Volunteering, the volunteering department at 
Coventry University Students’ Union, teaming up with Vinvolved collectively recruiting 
over 60 volunteers to help with conservation work at the Coventry City Scout Camp 
site at Rough Close, Tile Hill. 
 
Volunteers made a huge difference on the day, clearing trees, creating and open 
space for scouts and improving the sites car parking facilities by resurfacing it. 
Scout’s secretary Nigel Stapleton said “We’ve been able to create a new open space 
for scouts, cubs and brownies to camp in. We really appreciate the time and effort 
the volunteers have put in. For some of them it’s been a new experience and they’ve 
loved it, so it’s been good for both sides.” 
 
Nigel’s comments were echoed by Coventry University student Laura Adams who 
said “It’s been fun… It makes you feel good knowing you’ve done something that will 
help others.” 
 
The 43 acre site has been owned by the scouts for over 65 years and is used today 
for various activities including camping, archery, climbing and orienteering and 
thanks to volunteers from Horizon Volunteering and Vinvolved the site should 
continue to entertain thousands of scouts and school children for many years to 
come.
